Users who are unable to open their documents on the test site will follow this simple 5-Step configuration process to install the FileOpen plug-in and the Adobe Acrobat reader (if needed).  Once all the steps are completed, they can easily test and confirm the configuration is compatible with the DRM-enabled Digital Library.  Users having difficulty can be directed to the organization’s internal help system (if preferred), or they can contact SAE or IHS technical support. 
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
